The NMPS Library Curriculum focuses on the Shared Foundations and Key Commitments of the National School Library Standards®,
newly written in 2018, put forth by the American Association of School Librarians. The 6 Standards Frameworks consist of I. Inquire, II.
Include, Ill. Collaborate, IV. Curate, V. Explore, and VI. Engage. Four domains within the 6 Shared Foundations move students through
levels of A. Think, B. Create, C. Share, and D. Grow. The NMPS Library Curriculum is structured via these 6 Shared Foundations and
4 Domains. Rather than teaching units, the 6 standards are used as our basis for curriculum. Library skills in the K-12 curriculum are

taught through the lens of classroom content and not in isolation.
